With this, the CCS then attempted to distinguish what assistance could be 

provided to achieve these desired outcomes.  
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These actions were accomplished through roundtable 

discussions, brainstorming sessions, conversations over 

breakfasts and lunches, and through activities such as 

bannock-making.
